In the year 2002-2003, the UGC
sancticned & one-time special grans of Re 1.6 crone for
computerization, which was utilized in upgrading the
netwark backbone to 100 Mops More buildings in the
campus were hrought on the network map of the Universaty.
A tolal of 512-zdditional nodes were added te The network,
On Sth April 2003, the network was made fully functional
ang started oftering important sernces mcluding Internet
and MIS, However, a laige seetar of he Universitg remained
uncenneciad. subsequently, the MHRD sancioned Rs. 110
crore for netwerking the campus. This allawsd the Universily
b start the second phase ol netwark expansion. Since then,
two more retwork extensian projects have been executed,
The third phase of the network expansion, which becams
operational in May 2006, added 330 more nodes to the
network, cannecting the Tallowing buildings:
