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Course Description  
  
A course ‘Media Advocacy’ is being taught at CCMG by Jamia faculty. The course looks at the twin 
dimensions of media advocacy i.e. the role & use of media in advocacy by civil society groups, and the scope 
of advocacy on the media by both trade bodies & NGOs. The video con sessions, which are part of the second 
module ‘Perspectives and Practices’, illustrate the psychological dimensions of influence and its expansion to 
digital tools, the differences between influence and lobbying in a democratic and digital context, 
protagonists and their activities, public action processes in a parliament as well as in civil society, and 
lobbying regulations.
