The Majlis (AC) noted that the issue of identifying Professional
Programs/ Courses of Studies in the University has been under discussion
for a long but it could not be updated due to difficulty in having a universal
definition of “Professional Courses”. It was finally decided to mention the
name of courses instead of using the word “Professional Courses” and
some other amendments in the said Ordinances in order to rationalize the
existing rules.

In view of the above stated facts, the Majlis (AC) considered and
approved the proposed amendments in Ordinance 15 (XV) and Ordinance
5 (V) [Academic] by replacing the words “Professional Courses” and also
other amendments in these Ordinances (Annexure-IX ).
